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	Review in:
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Devonport - Cheltenham – Narrow Neck

Distance is 2.5km to Cheltenham plus 1.8km to Narrow Neck.  You can start at Devonport but there may be some problems with parking, plenty of toilets and cafes.  Take care going around the point as it can get quite choppy through there, especially if wind against tide.  The water is very shallow at Cheltenham Beach at low tide and there is a long walk if you want to land there.  
Narrow Neck – Takapuna - Milford

Distance is 6.8km.  Narrow Neck is a great place to launch and land with plenty of parking, good all-tide boat ramp, toilets, café.   Takapuna is a good place for a break as it has good toilets, café, grassy areas to sit.  Recommend that you don’t start/finish at Takapuna as parking is a major problem.  Depending on the group, there is the option to go on to Milford, then return to Takapuna for lunch.  There is the potential for small surf landing at Takapuna.  There is also a busy boat ramp at northern end of the beach.  If landing at Milford there are rocks in some areas along the beach so take care if there is any surf, even if very small.
Milford – Campbell’s Bay – Mairangi Bay – Brown’s Bay
Distance is 6.2km.  Milford is a good place to start.  An option is to go up the channel into the marina at the northern end of the beach.  Note that this can be a solid paddle against the tide (in or out), and is very shallow at low tide.  Look out for other vessels, stay to the right side of the channel.

Brown’s Bay – Waiake Beach – Long Bay

Distance is 4.25km direct, or a little more if you go via Brown’s Bay Reef.  This is 1km out and is covered at high tide, but can be a good place to stop for a picnic, Mad Hatter’s Tea Party, etc. at low tide.  There is the potential for surf at Long Bay.  Toilets, café, good picnic sites at Long Bay.  Extremely busy on summer weekends! Note that the Marine Reserve starts at the point to the southern end of Long Bay (at Toroa Point aka Gull Point)  No fishing!
Long Bay – Dacre Cottage (Karepiro Bay)

Distance is 5km.  A detour can be taken up Oakura Estuary if desired.  The tide goes a long way out at Dacre Cottage so best at mid to high tide.  Pete Townend is the man to see if you would like the key to access the cottage or barn.  It is possible to stay in the barn overnight.  This whole area is part of the Marine Reserve so no fishing.  Lots of stingrays and mullet in the area.  Your labour is always welcome at the cottage – weeding, mowing, planting, watering.  Long drop toilets at Dacre Cottage, water tank.  This is a popular destination for trampers coming in from Haig Access Road or Stillwater.
